Richard Reeve’s Foundation is now requesting applications from organisations that will be running projects focussed on increasing functional skills (literacy, numeracy and IT) for young disadvantaged people. 

Projects must serve beneficiaries in one or more of the London Boroughs of Camden, Islington and the City of London.  
The Foundation expects to make 4-5 awards of around £5,000 each, from April 2012.

Application process:

A summary of the project should be submitted using the attached organisation grant cover sheet, together with an explanatory paper (maximum 2 sides A4, minimum 12 point font size) covering the following points:

1. What skills the project aims to increase

2. Brief outline of the project structure and activities that will take place

3. How you have identified the need for the project

4. In what way your target beneficiaries are disadvantaged

5. Whether you are working with a local partner (e.g. this could be other community groups or schools)

6. How you expect to secure any other funding for the project

7. Brief outline budget and what elements you are requesting funding for

If your application is shortlisted for the second stage of the application process you will be notified by 31 December 2011. You will then be invited to submit a detailed application with full budget and supporting documents. 
Second stage applications will be considered at the March 2012 board meeting.

Who can apply?

To be eligible to apply for an award you must be either a registered charity, a constituted community group that has been established for at least 12 months,  a state school or a not for profit company limited by guarantee.  You must be based or working within our area of benefit, which is Camden, Islington and the City of London.  

Please note that we can only consider funding organisations based outside our area of benefit if they are able to demonstrate that at least 75% of beneficiaries or potential beneficiaries are currently within it.

We are happy to fund ongoing existing projects but we would require evidence of their success.
We are unable to make awards to statutory providers such as local councils and health trusts or to private educational establishments.

What won’t you fund?

As a small grant making charity we are limited in the number of projects that we can fund each year and are unable to fund the following:
	General fundraising appeals
	Holidays and overseas trips

	Building projects
	School journeys

	National charities or organisations outside the Area of Benefit (see “Who can apply” above)
	Activities which would relieve central or local government of their statutory responsibilities

	Grant making organisations
	Activities that have already taken place

	Ongoing projects with high costs unless significant levels of funding are already secured
	Schools applying for funds to achieve specialist status
